Course notes will be available for collection at the Chartered Institute of Arbitrators offices at least two weeks before the commencement of the course. Only the participants who will have registered and paid the full course fee will be eligible to collect the course notes. Postage or courier delivery will be at the participants cost.

Pre-Course Assignment
It is prerequisite for attendance at this Course for the intending candidates to submit an assignment on the subject “Discuss the three major means of settling commercial disputes, indicating their respective advantages and disadvantages.” This essay, which should not be more than 1000 words, and typewritten, should be submitted not later than Registration time (0830 hrs) on Wednesday 25th April 2012. The essay, which should clearly indicate the writer’s identity on a separate cover page, should be submitted in an envelope marked “Essay for Entry Course”. Should a candidate fail or neglect to submit this essay by the stated time or at all, he or she will be disqualified. The essay will be marked and will carry a maximum of 20 marks. 
Examination

The participants will be expected to sit for a 2-hour examination on Friday 27th April, 2012 from 2.30 p.m. to 4.30 p.m. The examination will carry 80 marks. Illegible scripts will be returned to the candidates unmarked.
Course Fees

The course fee is Kshs 26,000/-. The fee caters for tuition, course materials, examination, coffee/tea and lunch. The fee can also be paid by instalments provided all instalments are paid before the closing date of Friday 6th April 2012.
